1. A live dance performance can be very exciting. All of the people involved in the production, both dancers and crew, work very hard to be sure they give a great performance. It is the job of the audience members to help the performers give their best performance possible. The audience can do this by practicing the rules of theater etiquette. 
2. Remember, everyone in the audience has ‘that someone special’ dancing, so be courteous to those around you. Don’t stand, or block the view of those around you.
3. Arrive early and stay to the finish. Entering or leaving while a performance is in progress is discourteous and disruptive for all. If you bring a young child, please consider whether s/he can enjoy the entire performance.  If you arrive late the front of house staff will determine the best time to seat you so as not to disturb other patrons.
4. Visit the restroom before the performance begins. 
5. Turn off your cell phone or, if it must be on, put it on vibrate. Do not speak on the phone during the performance. If you must call the person back, do it outside during intermission or after the show has finished. 
6. Pay attention to announcements that are made prior to the show about the rules of the theatre.
7. Don't speak during the performance...whispering is still speaking, so only in an emergency.
8. Do not take pictures or video’s during the performance. It can be very distracting to the actors and can cause a mishap as well as being disruptive to others seated near you.
9. Remain in your seat for the entire performance. If you must leave, exit during intermission. In an emergency, wait for an appropriate break in the show. It is rude to get up in the middle of a quiet moment...rude to the actors and your fellow audience members.
10. Do not eat or drink in the theater. If you must have a cough drop, or something of that nature, do not make noise with the wrapper. 
11. Do not put your feet up on the seats and do not kick the seat in front of you. 
12. Do not angle your head together with your "special someone" as you obstruct the view of the people behind you.
13. Don't put or throw anything on the stage. 
14. Applause is great!!!!!!
15. Our Staff will ask for all cameras to be put away before the performance and they will also ask to remove your camera if they see that pictures are being taken.  This is for safety reasons and Canadian privacy laws.
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
